3.1.2 Reservation for Backward class Category Candidates

The percentage of seats reserved for candidates of backward class categories belonging to
Maharashtra State is as per the details in table given below. The percentages of reservation
are the percentages of the seats available for Maharashtra candidates, which are coming
under the purview of the Competent Authority. These are the minimum percentages of
reservation exclusive of the backward class candidates securing allotment through General
Merit by virtue of merit. Backward class candidates shall claim the category to which they
belong to at the time of submission of application. In group A and Group B reservation will
be as follows

According to the guidelines issued by the University Grants Commission, New Delhi and the
Department of Higher and Technical Education, Maharashtra State, the selection list and
waiting list process of the student’s taking admission in various courses in the academic
department of the university, affiliated are being prescribed as follows.

All the eligible students (including backward class students) applying for admission should be
prepare according to merit / coefficients: Since 50 percent of the total number of students are
eligible for admission from open category, 50 percent of the students of the admission capacity
should be first included in the selection list. If the backward category students are included in
the above open category merit list, they should not be admitted from the open category and
should not be included in the list prepared for the backward category.

After the backward category students included, the backward category students who have
obtained the following merit/quotient should be prepared according to the following category
wise selection list and accordingly the admission list and take admission as per that.

Scheduled Castes 13 percent
Scheduled Tribes 7 percent
Free Caste (A) 3 percent
Nomadic Tribes (B) 2.5 percent
Nomadic Tribes (C) 3.5 percent
Nomadic Tribes (d) 2 percent
Other Backward Classes 19 percent

As per circulars/decisions issued from time to time, by Government and University, the
disabled, servicemen in army forces in active services /employees and ex-servicemen should
be given horizontal reservation from open or non-reserved seats in the excess category of
students according to their quota.
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As per the merit list, after admission process, if any of the seats reserved for Backward Class
members remain vacant after the admission process, the total admission of those seats shall be
allotted to the Special Backward Class (S.B.C.) candidates on the basis of merit.

Even after admitting the Special Backward Class candidate as per Clause 2, sufficient
Substitutes in the Backward Class category as per the prescribed percentage shall be filled from
other categories on the basis of merit in the following groups on the principle of
interchangeability.

Group 1 : (1) Scheduled Castes
(2) Scheduled Tribes
Group 2 : (1) Vimukta caste (A)

(2) Nomadic tribes (B)

Group 3 : (1) Nomadic tribes (C)
(2) Nomadic tribes (D)
(3) Other Backward Class

As it is necessary to admit women in 30 percent of the total admission capacity, women will
get admission in 30 percent of seats in Open and all Reserved category and take care of this.

Hon. Vice-Chancellor order, from educational session 2002-2003, the admission process
should be completed by above working procedure.
