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MIND: A PSYCHOLOGICAL OVERVIEW
AND ITS UNDERPINNINGS IN INDIAN
PHILOSOPHY

What is Mind?

Psychologically, the mind is a hypothetical construct that encompasses all the
cognitive processes. During the late 19th Century, the emergence of Cognitive
Sciences as a field led to the formation of a doctrine that explained the mind’s
anatomy, specifically known as psychoanalytical theories. The evaluation of
Conscious, Sub-conscious, and Unconscious — Id, Ego, Superego, psychosexual
theory — were some of the pillars marked by physicist turned psychologist, Sigmund
Freud. Today, we refer to the mind as a set of faculties that enable consciousness,
perception, thinking, judgment, and memory.

An insight into the science behind the mind;

Understanding the relationship between the mind and the brain has been a
central theme of philosophy, most commonly referred to as mind-body problem, it
has been a rather recurring exigent question in both science and philosophy. To
justify, three major theses emerged: Dualism—the mind exists independently;
materialism—mental states and consciousness are results of material interactions; and
idealism—only material phenomena exist. Out of these three beliefs, dualism’s roots
can be traced far back in history to famous philosophers like Plato or Aristotle. But
René Descartes’s contribution to dualism led to its precise articulation. The actuality
of mind has been debated for decades; however, one prominent argument in favor is
mental trauma from a physical injury or the effect of a psychoactive drug—
elucidating the brain-mind relation evidently.

What did Buddha say?

In Buddhism, anatman, or no-self, became a central concept. Buddha
emphasized that a stable and permanent self is an illusion. He added that a person
essentially is a conformation of five impermanent attributes: form, feelings,
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perception, mental formations, and consciousness. In Buddhist reflections, the mind
is described as dynamic, perpetually affected by repercussions and cognitive routines.

The Abhidharma (ancient Buddhist texts) highlighted the concept of
momentariness—the transient nature of existence—the instantaneous behavior of
arising and perishing of mental musings. Momentariness particularly talked about
how the state of mental notions keeps changing. As new schools of thought started to
come up, Yogacara, or the mind-only school, focused on perceptions. Thinkers like
Asanga and Vasubandhu proposed, “What we perceive as external objects are mere
projections of stored last actions in our consciousness. Simultaneously, the
Madhyamaka school argued that all phenomena are empty of inherent existence.
Thus, affirming emptiness as the ultimate insight. Buddhist thinkers also investigated
the validity of knowledge and the presence of cognitive function. They examined
intentionality, perception, and the relationship between cognition and its
characteristics. The road to liberation from suffering was the prime goal of Buddhist
philosophy. The pragmatism of Buddhist insights is still evident in their resonance
with modern psychology and cognitive sciences.

Manas: Bridge between self and world

Manas (mind) in Hindu philosophy is considered as a bridge between self and
the senses. Unlike its western companion philosophies, Hindu philosophy does not
equate mind with consciousness but rather places Purusa (self) beyond the mind and
describes mind as an instrument to achieve spiritual freedom. In Nyaya Darshan, the
mind is narrated as a substance that can connect only one sense organ at a time,
making human consciousness serial. It details that the mind is necessary but subtle in
its experiential procedures like pain, pleasure, and desire. Other darshanas like
Vaisheshika and Samkhya also agree with this theory and provide a broader analysis
in their respective domains. However, Mimansa argues and sees the mind as eternal,
something that cannot be destroyed or created. Vedanta illustrates the mind as a
combined comprehension of Manas (the deliberative faculty), Buddhi (intellect),
Chitta (memory), and Ahamkara (ego). It talks about Brahma, the ultimate reality,
and the mind being a tool to transcend.
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In conclusion;

If we compare all these theories to today's modern psychology and
psychoanalysis, we might find plenty of similarities. Over the period of time, the
‘what' about mind has been a topic of discussion, yet even today we can only
theorize. We say, "Keep it to your mind" deliberately, thinking that kind resides in
oneself, knowing that it is not a dimension in access. How strange is it that, despite
the effort of centuries, we cannot define the mind?
